The School Group
attending the beach is required to pay for the staffing on the day that they attend
the beach. The check can be given to the staff person at the beach. Veteran’s
Park Beach and Sandy Neck (Bodfish Park) are the only sites that the bath
house is open. Dowses and Covell’s Beaches will have portable bathroom
facilities.

Because of a Law called “Christian’s Law”, School Groups, at this time of year,
are not permitted to swim.

The Group is responsible for making sure the facilities are left as they are
found. If you do not have a Barnstable Recreation seasonal employee at the
beach, you will need to take your trash with you. Please bring your own trash
bags. Thank you.

2018 Beach Rules & Regulations

No littering or solicitation.

No fires, glass containers, or alcohol on beach or in parking lot.

No snorkels or skin diving equipment.

No ball playing (except in volleyball areas on beach). No kite flying and/or

frisbee throwing.

Drones may not land or by launched from the beach.

e Dogs are not allowed, at any time, in any beach/recreation area from May
15-September 15.

e Swimming is allowed in designated areas only.

e Umbrellas and tents must not obstruct Lifeguard’s view/path of/to the water,
and must be fastened properly in the sand.

e Flotation devices are allowed in on-shore breezes only.

e Lifeguards are on duty (where available) from 9am to 5pm every day,
starting in late June.

e Restrooms are open 9am to 4:30pm

No beaches (including bathhouses) are staffed prior to Memorial Day

weekend.

No obstructing of Lifeguard entrance or view of the water at any time.

All Barnstable Beaches are smoke free. (Parking lot designated area.)

One designated parking space per vehicle.

Failure to comply with Beach Staff can result in loss of beach privileges,

punishment by fines, and/or arrest per Town of Barnstable by-laws.

No disturbances or other breach of the peace will be tolerated.

e Absolutely no person shall use obscenities, particularly in a threatening
manner, towards Town of Barnstable Employees.

e Permit holders will be responsible to inform group of beach rules and

regulations.
